Old Holland Mixed White No. 2 (zinc & titanium) which is preferred or Permalba white; Windsor Newton best-quality cadmium lemon yellow; Windsor Newton best-quality cadmium yellow light; cadmium yellow medium; cadmium yellow deep; cadmium orange; Windsor Newton best-quality cadmium red light; cadmium red medium; cadmium red deep; alizarin crimson; cerulean or manganese blue; cobalt blue; ultramarine blue; thalo blue; thalo green; yellow ochre; ivory and lamp black.  Windsor Newton required only for cadmium lemon yellow, cadmium yellow light and cadmium red light.
